Meeting Minutes

The February 24, 2010 meeting was called to order at 5:30 P.M. The meeting was held in
the boardroom at the Chehalis-Centralia Airport. Board members present; John McCord,
Chair, Dan Foster, Vice Chair, Ken Sabin, Treasurer and Board members Jerry Zabriskie,
John Spears, and Robert Schroeter. Others present: Allyn Roe (Airport Manager), Ladonna
Neiser (Administrative Assistant), Bill Schultie (Lewis County Commissioner), and Wally
Jordan (Owner of Central Aircraft).

The Meeting opened with the flag salute.

Visitors: Mr. Randy Baker and Realtor from Baker Construction and Development Inc.
talked to the Board about general ideas regarding development in the Town City Center.
The Board asked Mr. Baker to present his ideas in writing and they will consider his plan.

New Business:

Expenditure Report for the February 2010:

The Expenditures for February 2010 were discussed. Allyn explained that the Buck Logging
bill was for the tree that needed to be removed from the Air Avigation area. Tyler Rental
was for the man lift for the lighting in the tie down area. The Virgil R. Lee and Sons
insurance was for the error and omissions insurance for the Board Members. Ken Sabin
made a motion to accept the February 2010 Expenditure Report. John Spears seconded
the motion and all Board Members approved of the motion.

Meeting Minutes for February:

The meeting minutes for February were reviewed. There were no changes made.
Robert Schroeter made a motion to accept the February Meeting minutes. Jerry Zabriskie
seconded the motion and it was passed unanimously by the Board.

Treasurer’s Report for February 2010:

The income for February was $114,740.60 and the expenses were $54,626.36 with a gain
of $60,114.24. Ken Sabin asked about the committed investments. Allyn is working with
Roger Snell from the Treasurer’s Office to set this up. The annual investment fee is the
Average Daily Balance x .001 (one-tenth of a percent) divided by 12 months.

Fuel Report:

The Board sold 3,777.220 gallons of 100 low lead fuel and 5,133.990 gallons of Jet A fuel
in February. The total amount of money collected was $33,265.86 and the total profit was
$1,247.57. The fuel truck pumped 3,966.50 gallons in the month of February. There has
been a request for fuel for the Government who is flying and checking the power lines.

Airport Manager’s Report:

2010 FAA AIP PROJECTS - Allyn has submitted all the FAA projects and is asking
permission to go out to bid for the runway paint, fencing project and snowplow equipment.
Jerry Zabriskie made a motion for Allyn Roe to go out to bid for runway striping, the fencing
project, and a truck to be used for snow plowing. John Spears seconded the motion and all
board members were in favor of the motion. Dan Foster asked who had responded to the
request for snow plow services sent out from the small works roster. Balmelli's and
Lakeside had responded. These projects will be put out to bid and opened at the next
Board meeting on April 21%,

FEMA Maps — Don Marcy was selected as the Attorney to represent the City of Chehalis,
Port of Chehalis and Port of Centralia, City of Centralia, Chehalis-Centralia Chamber of
Commerce, and the Chehalis-Centralia Airport regarding the FEMA mapping. The County
met with P.I.E to talk with them about how the determinations regarding flood way and flood
plain mapping was derived.

Observation Park — We are working on the observation park. We are ready to add lights
and trees. Bob Schroeter is working on signage for the park. He has four signs designed,
two of them are regarding Scott Crossfield and two of them tell the history of the Chehalis-
Centralia Airport. These signs were shown and reviewed at the meeting. There were
some suggestions for added pictures and minor grammatical changes, and Bob Schroeter
will submit the proto types for completion. After some discussion regarding the time-line for
unveiling, it was decided that Friday evening, August 6™ would be a good date to dedicate
the park and signs. This celebration will be coordinated with the Boistfort Lions Club, and
any other interested parties.

Levee Work — The Army Corps of Engineers plan on restoring the dike this summer. This
won't increase the elevation, but fix the weak parts of the dike previously identified.

Wood Theft — We had a wood theft on the avigation easement area. The maple trees have
value for making musical instruments and had been stolen. Larry Dobyns caught two
individuals stealing wood. He was able to contact law enforcement and the two individuals
were caught. They are being charged with Theft 2" and Criminal trespass.
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Board Members Reports:

Bob Schroeter wanted to ask that any development proposals be in writing and that the
Board have time to review them and be careful not to promise or say things that later may not
occur.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:12 P.M. and the next Airport Board meeting will be on April
21st, 2010.
